TERM
From April 2021 to March 2026, including a one-year preparatory education in Japanese language and other subjects or from April 2021 to March 2025 for those who enrol in a university through direct placement.
FIELDS OF STUDY
Applicants must choose a field of study from (1) Social Sciences and Humanities or (2) Natural Sciences as described in the Application Guidelines.
QUALIFICATIONS

1. Nationality: Kosovo
2. Age: Born on or after April 2nd, 1996
3. Academic background: Applicants who have completed 12 years of schooling in countries other than Japan. (Applicants who will meet the above condition by March 2021 are eligible. However, applicants wishing to enrol from the autumn term through direct placement must be expected to complete 12 years of schooling by August 2021.)
4. Japanese Language: Applicants must be willing to learn Japanese
SCHOLARSHIP BENEFITS
1. Monthly allowance: approximately 117.000 Japanese Yen/month (Amount might be subject to change)
